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Most planetary missions are international
efforts coordinated by organisations such
as the European Space Agency (ESA) or NASA.

The UK is a member-state of ESA and works with
other partners around the globe, contributing
both scientific and technological expertise.

The UK is at the forefront of scientific research
into our Solar System. There are at least twenty
-six research groups across the UK involved in
planetary science.

British industry is involved in several planetary
missions, either in building core spacecraft
structures or in developing components or
instrumentation.
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
